Background:  Original is leather bound booklet 3 3/4 “ by 4 1/2” by 5/8.” Each page is a different date of the year, with a “memorandum” page between months, and six at the end.  Each page has 20 lines divided into 5 years (four lines per year) by purple horizontal lines.  Most entries are in black or blue ink, though some are in pencil.  [spelling and punctuation as in originals]

JANUARY 3

Sun 1932  Church.  “Great People in Narrow Places.”  Copied our geneology.  Evening Feda & Mr. Shaw, Cecil & her mother & Iona came.  Girls played.  Served cheese rarebit & cocoa.  Jessie Brooks called.

JANUARY 4

Mon 1932  Hung out clothes.  They froze on line.  Margaret’s cold better.  35 trout from Uncle John.  Wrote 5 hrs.

JANUARY 5

Tues 1932  Wrote 5 hrs.  Gov. Parks of Alaska called at 1 P.M.  Spent ¾ of an hr. with us.  Jim & Gdma met him.  Jim came from Boulder.  To see Roger P.M. & Col. Daniels.  Evening skating.

JANUARY 6

Wed 1932  Jim left in car with foster Harrison & Leonard for Steamboat over Gore Pass, at 11:30.  Mother & Dad to see “Peg O’ My Heart” at Durham. MEP, Gdma & I for hour’s ride – to Inspiration Point.

JANUARY 9

Sat 1932  Wrote.  Drove to Burman’s for celery & out Wadsworth Ave. to Morrison Road.  Evening MEP & I with EPM [Note-Epsilon Phi Mu] to Denham to see “Peg O’ My Heart.” Salome drove us.  Foster Harrison & Leonard back fr. Stboat with potatoes & meat.

JANUARY 16

Sat 1932  Warmer.  Folks bot 10 lb. Turkey & fixin’s for Gdma’s birthday.  3 chickens from Stboat.  Housecleaned.  Sent for Gdma’s shoes fro. Hollywood.  Stock Show opens.

JANUARY 17

Sun 1932  Drove Gdma & Clintons to church.  I went to church as long as I could.  Evening Gdma told about Aunt & Uncle Washam who went to Oregon 1851.  Read in “Candle in the Mist” F.C. Means.

JANUARY 18

Mon 1932  Gdma’s 83rd birthday.  Lots of cards.  2 bunches carnations (Brobecks & Mr. Carver)  Cyclomen fr. Metcalfs.  Barlow & Ada, Mrs. Carver, Jessie McElba & Mary Edna here to turkey supper.  Ride after celery at Burman’s.  Warm bright day.  We gave her black satin goods.  MEP & I played.  Sweet peas on cake.  Fresh rolls.  Walnut ice cream.  

JANUARY 19

Tues 1932  Ride to Red Rocks.  Left car at garage to be serviced & brakes & light certificate.  P.M. Margaret & I to Press Club.  Dixie Wilson spoke.  Also Mary Isham (Brighton newspaper).  Unc. John phoned he & Jim coming tomorrow.  Aunt Minnie low.

JANUARY 20

Wed 1932  (Yesterday had car serviced, greased & oil changed)  P.M. MEP & I played for W.C.T.U. at Blv’d Baptist.  Gdma went too & spoke.  Met Unc. John & Jim on way to Beloit.  Believe Aunt Minnie is dead.  Katie Butler on train.  Drover her home.

JANUARY 21

Thus 1932  Snow last night & this A.M.  Wrote.  Evening to dinner at the Chas. King’s.  Mr. King called out at 10 o’clock.  Unc. John phoned.  Aunt Minnie died yesterday before they got there.

JANUARY 24

Sun 1932  Unc. John & Jim came from Beloit after burying Aunt Minnie there.  Tired.  Visited & rested.

JANUARY 25

Mon 1932  Drove Unc. John & Jim, Margaret & Gdma to City Park.  Museum – South American & Alaskan exhibits.  P.M. to see Roger Butler (in bed)).  Cold & raw.  Got celery at Burman’s.

JANUARY 26

Tues 1932  Wrote.  P.M. worked on Gdma’s satin dress & took all folks for ride to Ft. Logan & to Englewood & University Park.  Drove Jim & Unc. John to Moffat train.

JANUARY 30

Sat 1932  Wrote.  MEP to town.  Mother baked.  Pilot came with notice of Aunt Minnie’s funeral.  She was born in 1874.
